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The Proud Boys were formed by Gavin Mclnnes, co-founder of Vice
Media, in 2016 during the U.S. presidential election. Proud Boys
consider themselves “Western chauvinists” who romanticize a
traditional, male-dominated version of Western culture. While the
Proud Boys vehemently deny adhering to a racist ideology, the
organization is deeply rooted in white nationalism and misogyny.
As of December 31, 2021, 83 Proud Boys members and
sympathizers have allegedly carried out ideologically motivated
crimes in the United States. This number includes 54 Proud Boys
defendants who participated in the Capitol breach on January 6,
2021. Proud Boys defendants have come from 25 states and the
District of Columbia, including 14 from Florida, 14 from New York,
7 from Washington, and 6 from Pennsylvania. Using auxiliary data
from the Profiles of Individual Radicalization in the United States

Proud Boys Crimes and Characteristics

(PIRUS) project, these infographics provide information on the
characteristics of U.S. Proud Boys defendants and their crimes.

COMPARING PROUD BOYS DEFENDANTS

Eighty-three Proud Boys members or sympathizers
have allegedly carried out crimes in the United States.
At least 54 Proud Boys have been charged for
participating in the January 6, 2021, Capitol breach.
Proud Boys defendants were on average 35 years old
at the time of their crimes/arrests. The oldest
individual was 63 at the time of their arrest and the
youngest was 21.

Three women affiliated with the Proud Boys allegedly
committed crimes in relation to the Capitol breach.

At least 20 of the defendants were married at the
time of their arrests. Seven others were previously
married.

Twenty-one of the individuals are confirmed to be the
parents or legal guardians of children.

Twenty-six of the individuals have U.S. military and/or
law enforcement backgrounds. One individual was
active in the Army Reserves at the time of their arrest.
Ten defendants were unemployed at the time of their
arrests and three individuals were students.

At least 15 defendants had a high school degree or
lower at the time of their arrests.

Eleven of the defendants had documented mental
health concerns, as noted in court records, at the time
of their arrests.

Eleven of the individuals had substance use concerns
at the time of their arrests.

At least 25 of the individuals had a criminal record at
the time of their arrests, including eight who had
previously committed violent crimes.

committing criminal acts. These arrests have resulted
in charges ranging from destruction of property to
weapons possession to assault and murder.

While only four (13.8%) non-Capitol breach
defendants had past military experience, 19 (35.2%)
individuals who committed crimes in relation to the
Capitol breach on January 6, 2021, had previously
served in the U.S. armed forces. Four others had law
enforcement backgrounds (7.4%). One individual had
both a military and law enforcement background.
